How is property tax determined?

e Taxing authorities, such as Cities, Counties, School Districts, and Special Districts set tax
rates and levy the tax on property

What does property tax revenue fund?

e Property tax revenue supports public schools, county governments, municipal
governments, libraries, and special districts. All of the revenue generated by property
taxes stays within your county.

What is the City's percentage of the property tax bill?

e The percentage of your property tax bill that is designated for the City is approximately 7%
which includes the City mill levy rate of 3.579 mills and the City’s share of the Road &
Bridge mill levy rate which is .165 mills. The 2023 City mill levy rate payable in 2024
includes a temporary mill levy credit of .70 mills. The standard City mill levy rate has been
4.279 since 2009.
