• A motion to suspend the rules may be used to address a specific item of 

business outside of the usual agenda order or to set aside a procedural rule 

temporarily. Examples include 



 
o  Taking up an item on the agenda out of order.  

o Proceeding directly to debate without a motion and second.  

o Extending the meeting time.  

o Allowing a non-Commissioner member to comment during a debate.  

• Suspensions apply only to the current meeting and do not carry forward.  

• While rarely used in formal City meetings, including this provision in LETAC 

rules may provide useful for exceptional circumstances.  

6. Discuss the Structure for Review and Recommendations on PERF Report  

• Timeline: Amanda Terrel-Or, CSPD Strategic Initiatives Manager indicated that updates 

on the PERF report are not expected until January 2025.  

• Tasks:  

• Engagement with CSPD: Commissioner Burns will contact CSPD to formally 

request engagement in the Police Academy and ride-along programs.  

• PERF Report Review: Commissioners divided the contents of the PERF Report 

for review:
